Release date: 08/24/2007  

άCity of Cincinnati paid a 
$17,550 penalty to resolve EPA's 
complaint for failure to provide 
immediate notification to the 
NRC of an 11,276-pound release 
of aluminum sulfate(a water 
treatment chemical) at its Rich-
ard Miller Water Treatment 
Plant. The release, more than 
twice the reportable quantity, 
was reported five hours after it 

occurred. The city is now in 
compliance. ” 

WORKERôS FATAL 
PLUNGE SENDS OWNERS 
OF CONSTRUCTION COM-
PANY TO JAIL  New York, 
NY - “After a thorough investi-
gation, a Brooklyn judge sen-
tenced the owners of a con-
struction company to the maxi-
mum penalty of six months in 
prison when a worker who was 
not equipped with a safety har-
ness fell from a scaffold in 
Bushwick and was killed. 

Investigators from the federal 
Occupational Safety and 
Health Administration had 
cited them as recently as this 
March for defective scaffolding 
at another work site - and that 
the defendants have ignored 
the $34,000 fine. In addition 
to the jail time, the owners 
were ordered to pay $200,000 
restitution to the victim's fam-
ily. They have 
sold off their 
scaffolding 
and are out of 
the exterior 
construction 
business.”

ELECTROCUTED, DIES   

VICTOR, N.Y. (AP) -- “An 

Ontario County man died 

after he cut into a power line 

while sawing limbs from a 

tree that had fallen in his 

back yard.”  55 year old 

Jafar Shayesteh of Victor 

called Rochester Gas and 

Electric Friday afternoon to 

report that a tree had fallen 

on a kennel and power lines 

in his yard.  After his call, he 

took  his bow saw and at-

tempted to clear the limbs. 

“The saw cut into a 72hun-

dred-volt power line.  

Shayesteh was pronounced 

dead at Strong Memorial 

Hospital.”
